Buddy The Horse

On Friday, January 22, 2010, Happyfrails
picked up a 19 year old Quarter horse by the
name of Buddy from a property in Bellville
(Richland County), Ohio. The Ohio SPCA and the
county humane @€er requested Hapgyails
assistance in this particular case.

Buddy had been underweight for quite some
time, and back in Decembéis sheath began to
hang down and became swollen, a very delicate apd
painful situation for a gelding. This is a condition thal;
we have seen often enough at Hapmyls. If a
gelding is suffering from malnutrition, he often does
not have the strength or muscle-tone needed to
retract. Gravity takes oveawelling takes place, and
because the penis is then unprotected, it can devejop
a hematoma, become infected, or can swell to an

excrueiating size. -

since he was able to retract. In the middle of single- PRy PRy 18-

digit temperatures, his penis had been exposed to the elements. It became swollen and painful. The humane offic
involved in the case required that a veterinarian be called in to examine the horse. The vet (this was verified) sug-
gested that the owner apply DMSO to the already painful appendage. This was definitely not a good call, as DMS
is something that needs to be used with extreme caution, and is

not normally applied to sensitive areas such as this. The owner
followed these instructions, and Budslgheath, which had

already become swollen to the size of a bowling ball, now broke
outin large, open, burning sores. The family could not afford
further treatment, and agreed with the humane officer to surren-
der the horse tdappyTrails.

HappyTrails picked up Buddy that Friday and headed
immediately to OSU in Columbus. He arrived there within an
hour and a half of being picked up. During the vet exam they
discovered that he had alarge portion of scar tissue covering
the front of his penis. Buddy was in sad shape — he was
severely underweight, he had an eye that he could not see out of
that had started to recede back into his head, he was arthritic,
and his genitals hurt.

The vet suggested a penile amputatide.normally do not
put older horses through major surgeries and didn't have a gut
feeling that this was the route to go. He already had enough to
deal with, considering that he suffered from malnutrition and was
blind in one eye, so we asked if there was anything else that
