She did seem to appreciate a
belly rub, for which she even jostled herself around in the straw so we could reach her
better We were concerned that she might have internal injuries, so we needed to wait
and see how much moving around she was able to do on her own.

Trails servants who check on her and go in just to sit and spend time with her during her
recovery

Scarlett represents all the pigs that were on that slaughter triicknmbull County and

the thousands upon thousands of other meat trucks across the Uamigsdti@at are
overcrowded and crammed daily with sweet and gentle pigs, just like Scarlett, who on
their way to a mass slaughterhouse to be killed.
