Sory Of Kachina

A call came in from aAmish farmer on
TuesdayJune 23. He had heard about Happ,
TrailsAmish Horse Retirement Program, and
was wondering if we would be interested in
accepting his 10 week old mini horse that wa
crippled. This mini has now officially set a
record for Happyrails as being the youngest
horse ever to enter aimish Horse Retire-
ment Program!

The baby was born the day after Easter and
was walking on her pasterns (ankles). Her
back was hunched up and she could not put
any weight on her hind legs. Her ankles
flopped inward, and her hooves had grown
into a curve. When she walked, she put all thg
weight of her frall little body completely onto
her front limbs, and held her back legs up in
the air like a trained dog in a circus. Her nosg
nearly hit the ground when she attempted to
walk.

After a phone consultation with our vet friends
at OSU (Ohio gte University/eterinary
Teaching Hospital in Columbus), we followed
their advice one step at a tinfée made
arrangements to immediately pick up the ten
week old babythough it was normally too soon to wean a baby hdrsswas going to be her only chance at
treatment and recovemnd we had to act fast before

She was preciousbsolutely precious. She immedi-

ately stole the hearts of everyone who metihems
obvious that she had a great deal of difficulty walking.
